There 
will then be a short period in which additional 
candidates can be added to the final slate through 
a petition process.  Those whose petitions meet 
the guidelines will be included among the finalists 
who have been discerned by the search committee.

Dear St. Peter’s Church Family, 
 
Five years ago we sponsored a concert in the 
sanctuary of our church to raise some additional 
funds for the pipe organ expansion project.  Karen 
Clift and Sam Carabetta headlined the event, and 
it was a wonderful evening.  We raised some 
money and just over the past year have completed 
the installation of the new organ pipes. 
 
On September 23, we brought these same two 
musicians back to do a follow-up concert.  This 
time we were raising funds for the Sanctuary of 
Hope Home for Orphans that we are hoping to 
open sometime within the next year.  Though we 
didn’t sell as many tickets as we had hoped, those 
who were in attendance were treated to an 
extraordinary performance by Sam and Karen and 
were given the opportunity to hear from Pastor 
Jepson Karau, who opened his home to eleven 
orphans from the Mathare Valley slum in Nairobi 
in 2006.  He has since seen a church in California 
raise the money to open a second home, which 
now is filled with ten children from the slum. 
 
We are in the process of raising $120,000 to open 
the third home.  At the concert we took in an 
offering, which was in excess of $11,000!  The 
generosity of those in attendance was heart-
warming to the Karaus and a tremendous 
encouragement to me.  I hope to submit this 
month a grant application to the Episcopal 
Diocese of Wyoming for an additional $50,000 to 
go towards opening the new home for orphans.  
I’ll keep you posted as the total we have raised 
grows.  In the meantime, please keep these 
fundraising efforts in your prayers.
